Extension Volunteers (beyond 3 months):

Updated February 2010

Here is what you need to do to stay beyond 3 months.  Start this process after you have been in the country for 2 months or so.  You will need to do this at the Immigration HQ located near the Intercontinental Hotel.

You will need:

· Application for a Visiting Permit (Form 5)

· Photocopy of the picture page of your passport

· Photocopy of the Zambian visa/immigration stamps in your passport

· Photocopy of your host's picture page in his/her passport (Tim)

· Photocopy of your host's work permit – picture page and extension stamps (Tim)

· Letter from your host acknowledging that you are in his/her care and responsible for you until you leave Zambia (make sure that this is addressed to the Chief Immigration Officer and that it is signed by your host) (Tim)

· Certified Bank Cheque for 500,000 ZKW made out to the Chief Immigration Officer (note: no bank in Zambia will give you one of these unless you have an account with them.  Thus, have your host or someone with a bank account get a certified bank cheque for you.  It costs about K80,000 to do this).  Note: the Cashier within the Immigration office for your certified cheque is not open in the afternoons so go in the morning.

· 2 passport photos

Once you submit your papers and cheque, it takes about 10-14 days to get your visiting permit.  Thus, start this process after you have been in the country for two months or so.  I have assembled a folder with copies of all of these documents that a TTF extension volunteer will need.  It can be found in the TTF office.  Just ask Phridae about it.  Hope this helps.
